We framed RTI to the State Government on last 19th September,
2023 that were there any stand of the State Government order / policy in this
regard? State Government replied that there were no Goverment order / policies
regarding the framing of CBSE KokBorok language question paper in Bengali
script.

At this stage how is posible that the Director of KokBorok and other Minority
languages, letter was issued on 13th October, 2022 to the CBSE that the

KonBorok language examination may be prepared in Bengali script as per policy
decision of the State Government.

Shri Ratan Lal Nath, Hon’ble Minister said that after seeing the file and on
today second hour or tomorow he could place the file what were correspondent
about this matter. The Hon’ble Minister also said that if his memory not failed,
the Director, Education Department intiated clearly the CBSE that they had not
permitted the two script in writting the examination.
